What excitement there was in January at the
arrival of the Kodiak. This aircraft built in
Idaho is just what is needed to meet the needs
of transporting people in remote countries.
This 10-seat turboprop burns Jet A fuel, which
is easier to find in remote locations than avgas,
which the current JAARS fleet uses. This
plane will be on display at the Oshkosh Air
Show, then on to Papua New Guinea to serve
in Bible Translation.

Eventually, ten of these planes could be added
to the JAARS fleet to meet the needs of
mission aviation around the world.

This pontoon boat is going to meet the
transportation needs of 6 groups scattered
around Lake Volta, Ghana, the largest man
made lake in the world. Linguistic teams
using this for their transportation will be
safer in traveling to their language groups
as well as saving much time. Please pray
for the additional funding needed to get this
boat on its way to Africa. A maritime
specialist is needed to accompany this
craft. He would teach swimming and water
safety as well as supervise the use of this
vessel.

Here at JAARS we are anxious to see these two new vessels being put to use for the work of Bible
Translation. Pray that soon they will be used to carry not only people, but also God’s Word to many who
will have the Bible in their language.
