Serving in Austria w/BCM International

Dear Friends

This Sunday, at the Baptist church which I attend in Linz, the Gideons presented their ministry. A Gideon New
Testament, which I received in high school, was used by the Holy Spirit to bring me to Christ. An important part
of my ministry is distributing Scriptures to refugees whom I may see one time and then they move on. Please pray
for the Holy Spirit to bring many of these refugees to Christ through the power of God’s Word.

Thank you for your prayers! The Lord has answered several requests which I had made in my spring letter. Diana
and Lill, the Armenian sisters whose father had refused to aliow them to attend camp for the past three years,
gave his permission for them to attend the teen camp. Diana prayed with her counselor to receive Christ. The
team counselor said she wasn't sure if Lill also had met Christ, but if not, she is very close.

Also, Gilorgt, from Georgia, who received Christ last summer, told the camp director he would like to come back
as a team leader next summer. Russ told him that to qualify as a leader he must be a member of a local fellowship
and have a letter from his pastor recommending him. Next Sunday Giorgi will go to church with me. Please pray
that Georgi will have the self-discipline to get up early on Sundays for the hour drive to Linz and that he will
find a good Christian friend there. We have a very small number of youth in our church.

Another answered prayer is for Angela and David's baby whom the doctors had feared could be badly
handicapped. In May, God gave them a very beautiful and healthy baby boy. Also, their ten-year-old daughter,
Pizarik, who was still in Armenia, was able to join the rest of the family here in Austria and she and her brother
attended the children’s camp.

Since my last prayer letter I have come in contact with many refugees who had Bible studies with Jehovah's
Witnesses in Armenia and Georgia. Almost every refugee [ have met from these countries has been visited by
Jehovah's Witnesses. I visited an older couple in their fifties from Georgia. The husband was studying the New
Testament when I came to their room. He was very glad to receive a Bible and Christian books in Russian. It
turned out he was reading a J.W. New Testament and was quite deep into their teaching. As [ shared with him
and his wife some of the differences between the I.W’s beliefs and my beliefs, they were very interested and the
husband said, “How can I know what is the truth? " 1 told him if he prayed and asked God to show him the truth and
then read the books I gave him, God will show him the right way. Tato and his wife were waiting to be deported
any minute. I gave him a book explaining the errors in the J.W. church. Pruy as they read these books, that they
will be saved.

Another woman who had been influenced by Jehovah Witnesses in Armenia is Karina. She was very interested
as I shared with her the deity of Christ and the Trinity and asked me to come as often as possible for Bible study.
After meeting with her four times, with her eyes filled with tears, she said, “From the first time you spoke with me
about the Gospel, I had such a feeling in my heart that I never had when I spoke with the Jehovah’s Witnesses.” Please pray
for Karina's salvation if she has not already met the Lord. Pray also for her and her family to be granted asylum.

Other prayer and praise items:
Praise for finances to send children to camp.
Praise for good health and safety in driving.
Praise for the joy of the Lord which is my strength each day.
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Pray for salvation for some new contacts with whom Imet for Bible study: Nazer and Jackie, Rosanna, Zeena,
Silvia.

Pray for asylum for these Christians and their families: Lali’s farnily, Zarina’s family, Klara’s family, Armina
and Haik, Seda's family, Sacco and Anahid, and Nellie and her daughter, Maria. Most of these refugees have
been waiting for a decision for five to eight years and are very tired.
